Notes

Note 1

Tewkesbury Borough Council (TBC) will not process a temporary road closure if the purpose of the closure does not fall within the scope of the provisions of section 21 of the TPCA.  TBC takes the view that TPCA should be strictly limited to those purposes defined by the Act.  The type of events TPCA can be used for are “public processions, rejoicings or illuminations” covering:
· Ceremonial parades

· Remembrance Day parades

· Rejoicing of events of national significance (Jubilees etc.)

· Constitutional Events

· Christmas Lights – provided it is just for the illuminations (and the “thronging” of the streets is not to facilitate a Christmas market)
