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Coronation Living Heritage Fund

Community Orchards
Information: 

Following the successful planting of nine new community orchards across the Borough through the Coronation Living Heritage Fund in 2024-2025, the Council is pleased to open a grant scheme as follows:
· Up to £3,000 (total allocation) for three further Community Orchards planting fruit or nut trees, of which at least 40% must be varieties that are traditional to the area where they are planted. The orchard should provide a benefit to a community in Tewkesbury Borough and be accessible to the community. 
Eligible organisations

You must be a non-profit community organisation - this can include educational establishments, faith groups and all non-profit groups based in communities. You might be a:
· Registered Charity

· Community Interest Company

· Charitable Incorporated Organisation

· Company Limited by Guarantee

· Town/Parish Council

· School

· Early Years Provider

· Faith group

· Residents' association

· Constituted community group eg. a playgroup or a sports club

You should have management control of land that is open to the public either through owning the land, or having written permission from the landholder with a lease of at least six years.

Eligible projects:
· Your community orchard must contain at least five fruit or nut trees - this could include cherry, pear, apple, quince, walnut, plum, greengage trees

· 40% of trees must be local varieties
· Your orchard should provide a benefit to a community in Tewkesbury Borough. A benefit could be engaging the community in setting up, planting, or maintaining the orchard, or giving the community free access to the orchard on a permanent or occasional basis for recreation, events or to harvest the fruit.
· Your community orchard must be open to the public or be accessible to a significant number of people. If not fully publicly accessible, the orchard should be accessible to a significant number of people, for example, in the case of schools an orchard can be planted within school grounds where it can be accessed by school staff, students and visitors.
· If your project involves children, young people or vulnerable adults, you must have a safeguarding policy 
· Your orchard must be maintained for a period of at least five years

· Trees should be obtained from suppliers who meet the Plant Health Management Standard

· Your budget should be realistic and can include costs for maintenance (eg. equipment, mulching, watering equipment) and community use (eg signage, equipment for juicing)

Application value: 

· You can apply for up to £1,000 from this fund for your Orchard. 
Application Assessments: 

Your application will be assessed against the following criteria
· Eligible plans for planting
· Plans for community engagement with the Orchard

· Clear and realistic budgets

Timeframe: 
· Applications should be received by 9am on 21 January 2026

· Decisions will be communicated by 9am on 30 January 2026

· Funds will be transferred as soon as a grant agreement is completed.

· Receipts showing that funds have been spent and feedback forms should be returned by 23 March 2026.
